Approval of Minutes 10-05-17: Pemberton makes motion to approve 10/05/17 minutes. Mclean
seconded the motion.

Public Comments: Neatherlin, resident of County Acres requests the inclusion of distance between
building a commercial business from a “residential” area in the county in the Solid Waste, Nuisance
and lllegal Dumping Ordinance. McLean answers that this topic has already been discussed with legal
while the Worker/RV Camps Ordinance was being protested, which affects some residents because
that particular subject falls under the zoning issue that Eddy County does not require at this time.
